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Materialien sind Ton, Harz, Wachs, Polysterol und Gips,

ihre kiinstlerische Arbeit konzentriert sich auf das Verhaltnis von Fi-

Symbolik spielt in der Arbeit von Beatrice Testa Luciani eine zentra-
le Rolle: mal offensichtlich, mal verborgen, ladt sie den Besucher zu
einer intimen und vielschichtigen Betrachtung ein.

Beatrice Testa (Rome, 1998) lives and works in Treviso as a sculptress.
After graduating with honors from the Academy of Fine Arts in Ve-
nice (2020), she developed a research that explores materials such as
clay, resin, wax, polystyrene, and plaster, with an approach that mix
together technical rigor and experimentation.

Her practice focuses on the relationship between figuration and ab-
straction, in a continuous dialogue that generates forms suspended
between the recognizable and the visionary. Her works emerge from
dreamlike and interior suggestions, permeated by a persistent melan-
choly that becomes the very substance of the material.

Symbolism plays a central role in her poetics: at times evident, at ot-
her times concealed, it invites the viewer to an intimate and multi-
layered reading. She has produced solo and group exhibitions, public
and private commissions, and has taken part in artist residencies in
France and in Abruzzo.

The sculpture is inspired by Plato’s Allegory of the Cave; the man is
captured at the exact moment in which he decides to change direction
and move beyond his own point of view. The twist of the body creates
a duality in the work’s expressive language, conveying a sense of both
closure and openness. The latter emerges from the extension of the
left arm, which points behind him, indicating the discovery of a new
reality.
